In addition, you must make application as a first-time freshman
residence hall student and pay the application fee and reserva-
tion fee. You must also declare a four-year major and sign the
statement of intent to complete a four-year degree program at

the College.

Family income is also taken into consideration by the Scholar-
ship Committee in the awarding of these scholarships.

There are more details listed on the following pages, but these
are the basic qualifications.

How Do I Apply?

You may apply for the Christian Service Scholarship by mailing
or faxing the following items to the Scholarship Committee:
(1) completed college application along with your application
and reservation fees, if not sent earlier; (2) completed Chris-
tian Service Scholarship Application and signed Scholarship
Conditions sheet; (3) completed and signed Parent Fact Sheet.
The Scholarship Committee will review your application and
notify you of their decision.

Apply early! The number of scholarships is limited. The
Christian Service Scholarship application for the fall semester
must be postmarked by August 1 (for the spring semester, by
December 15).

1. At least one parent must serve full-time in a Christian
ministry that is, in the judgment of the Scholarship Commit-
tee, both fundamental and Bible-believing and meets all other
qualifications determined by the Committee. Family income
is taken into consideration by the Scholarship Committee in
the awarding of these scholarships.

2. Students must make application to the College and pay the
application and reservation fees, which are nonrefundable.

3. Students must declare a four-year major and agree that they
plan to attend Pensacola Christian College for four con-
secutive years. The scholarship does not apply to two-year
programs.

4. The scholarship will be reviewed for renewal each year by
the Scholarship Committee. Recipients are expected to earn
passing grades as well as maintain a good testimony in deport-
ment. An individual recipient’s scholarship may be canceled
at any time at the discretion of the Scholarship Committee
on the recommendation of the College Administration.

5. Students must be in good standing and earn at least a 2.00
grade point average each year (not cumulative) at Pensacola
Christian College in order to receive the benefits of the schol-
arship. Students who forfeit the scholarship because of grade
point average will also forfeit the benefits for future years.

6. Christian Service scholarship students are not eligible for any
other scholarship at Pensacola Christian College; they may
apply for work assistance for additional financial aid.

7. Students participating in A Beka funded scholarships may not
apply for the One Year Free at PCC program.

8. Students will not continue to receive scholarship benefits if
they marry before graduation.

9. The scholarship is limited to the amount of $1,000 applied to
the student’s tuition at the end of the second, fourth, sixth,
and eighth semesters of consecutive attendance at PCC.

10. Students must have completed the year as a full-time resi-
dence hall student to receive the scholarship benefits.

11. PCC reserves the right to make changes in this scholarship
program at its discretion.

12. Apply early! The number of scholarships is limited. The
Christian Service Scholarship application for the fall semester
must be postmarked by August 1 (for the spring semester, by
Dec. 15). All scholarship applications will be acknowledged
within 30 days.
